Having a translation is well 
worth the time and may even allow you to meet people 
and establish friendships.

Kinderatelier Fanger-Carigiet - 
Creative preschool and painting studio
Founded in 1980 by Kindergarten teacher and art 
therapist Celestine Fanger, daughter of the famous 
Swiss painter, children’s book author and illustrator Alois 
Carigiet (1902–1985), the Kinderatelier Fanger-Carigiet 
offers an inspiring and creative program. The studio is 
run by Celestine’s daughter, designer and art therapist 
Seraina Fanger, who accompanies children through 
improvisation with musical instruments, creative play-
ing, drama, dancing and singing. In the development 
of the children’s creative senses, a special focus is put 
on painting. The preschool welcomes children from 2½ 
years every morning. In addition, older children (4+) can 
attend the painting and fine arts classes on Tuesday and 
Wednesday afternoons as well as creative form design on 
Thursday afternoons. For non-English speaking children 
(3+), the school offers also English lessons (learning 
through creative play).
