Service fee: In Switzerland the service fee is included in 
the bill. When you pay the total which appears on the bill, 
and if you were satisfied with the service, then feel free 
to leave a small tip. In a café leave a few coins, a bit more 
at lunch and at dinner, it really depends on your judgment 
of the quality of the service. 

Note: Many restaurants stay open during the day. However, the 
kitchen will most probably be closed between 14:00 and 17:00, 
or a smaller menu will be available during these times. The regu-
lar dining hours are 11:30–14:00 for lunch, and 18:00–22:00 for 
dinner. Please check the websites of the recommended restau-
rants to confirm their opening hours and days of rest (Ruhetage) 
as they can change according to the seasonal period.

Michelin Guide: Michelin Red Guide is the oldest 
and best-known hotel and restaurant guide in Europe. 
Michelin Stars, which are mentioned throughout this 
chapter, are awards given to a restaurant by the Michelin 
guide. Other publications by Michelin include Green 
Guide (travel and tourism), Guide Voyageur Pratique 
(independent travel), Guide Gourmand (good-value 
eating-places), Guide Escapade (quick breaks) and 
Guide Coup de Coeur (hotels of character). 

Gault Millau: Gault Millau is one of the most influential 
restaurant guides in France. It was founded by two res-
taurant critics Henri Gault and Christian Millau in 1965. 
Gault Millau has a rating system on a scale of 1 to 20. 
Restaurants with less than 10 points are almost never 
listed.

Gault Millau and the Michelin Guide do not accept pay-
ment for the listing of restaurants, and neither do we. 

Dining out in Switzerland is an expensive affair with an 
average price range of between 60–80 CHF per person 
for dinner with usually a glass of wine. With current cur-
rency conditions, this tops the average costs of dining 
out in London, New York City or Tokyo. In general, many 
restaurants offer competitively priced set lunches, 
from Mondays to Fridays for around 30 CHF per person 
without beverages. In this region, Italian food is just as 
common as Swiss food and a delicious pizza can be 
bought for less than 20 CHF. Hence, we rated our restau-
rant recommendations with a price range to help avoid a 
bill shock at the end of your wonderful meal! The legend 
for the restaurants’ price range, based on an order of 
1 appetizer and 1 main course, is as below:
$	 up to 40 CHF per person
$$	 41–80 CHF per person
$$$	 81–120 CHF per person
$$$$	 121 CHF and above per person

Note: Alcohol in Switzerland is generally more expensive than in 
the rest of Europe, with a glass of wine or prosecco at approxi-
mately 8–9 CHF per glass.
